occupied the farm of Kiplaw, Adiffery, Cruden, for the past four and a half years. For many years previously he carried on a successful 
dairy farming  business at Gateside, Cults, and at Waterhead, Countesswells. Obliging, affable, and of a humorous turn, "Sandy." as he was 
commonly termed, made many friends and acquaintances in and around Aberdeen. Mr. Bremner's health had not been robust  for between 
three or four years, but his last  illness was sudden and lasted only four days, death taking place last week. He was 68 years of age, and is 
survived by a widow, two sons, and a married daughter.
